Dear Prep Parents and Guardians,


Greetings from Grand & Warren!


Our school year ended with a terrific graduation ceremony at Saint Peter’s College on June 6.  It was a wonderful celebration of the great gift that the Class of 2007 was to Prep for four years.  As the seniors received their diplomas, I could not help thinking about the challenges and opportunities that lie ahead for your sons in the Classes of 2008, 2009, and 2010. We are in the midst of wrapping up details of this year.  If you have not already received your son’s final report card, it is enclosed. Please schedule your son’s physical as soon as possible and return the completed form to the nurse by August 15.  Fall athletes must submit all forms by August 1.  
Before final exams, students received some summer reading/study assignments; others are enclosed.    Please encourage your son to complete his assignments in a timely fashion and to read as much as possible.  Reading is crucial for his ongoing academic success, and his continued learning and growth.  If you have an opportunity to read the same books as your son this summer and engage with him in discussion and dialogue, that would be terrific.  If students have lost summer assignments, they should contact my office.  Questions should be directed to my office, as well.

Students must purchase their books during their orientation.
